East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Monday, March 9, 2009 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Commissioner Gasper Impiccini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.  Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Lynda Pelkey, Fredericktown, was present regarding the speeding trucks on Front Street.  Mr. Hayges stated that he will have the police check the area.
Marilyn Rogan, representing the Fredericktown Civics Club, requested that the Street Department take the Christmas Lights down.  It was stated that taking the lights down may pose a danger to the township employees due to the fact that the power lines hang low in some areas.  
Mark Dean, 57 Water Street, was present and requested that the commissioners take control over the water trucks pumping out of the river in the municipal lot.  He stated that the trucks start early in the morning and pump until late at night.  

Dave Snyder, Piper Avenue, requested that Piper Avenue be maintained as it is in an unsafe condition.  Mr. Packrall stated that he will instruct the Street Department to stone the road.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the minutes of the February 9, 2009 regular meeting.  The motion carried.
Police Department Report

Mr. Hayges read the February 2009 report which included 32 incidents.  Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the Police Department report.  The motion carried.
Secretary’s Report
The secretary informed the board that the computer that was purchased for the Tax Collector’s office has not been picked up after two notices were sent.  The commissioners instructed the secretary to send a certified letter requesting that the computer be picked up.

Old Business
· Shari Hodges, representing Equitable Resources, discussed the water hauling problem and stated that Equitable will work with the township in any way they can to alleviate the resident concerns.  Mr. Packrall suggested that the location may have to be changed if the complaints continue.

· The secretary stated that there have been no bids on the 103/105 First Street properties.  Solicitor Smider stated that the property can now be sold privately.

· Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi motioned to continue the refuse agreement with Veolia Enterprises for a period of one year ending June 30, 2010 at the same rate of $12.39 per month.  
· Solicitor Smider stated that the condemnation of the Butera property can proceed unless an appeal is filed by the property owner within 20 days of receipt of the engineering report.  The report was received by the property owner on March 2, 2009.

New Business
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to adopt Resolution #2009-1 – East Bethlehem Township Permit Fees.  The motion carried.

The commissioners agreed to post a sign in the municipal lot advising that Water Hauling shall be by permit only.  The secretary was instructed to issue a visible permit to each truck that is authorized to haul.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
