The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Monday, November 9, 2009 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Paul Lukas, representing Janney Montgomery Scott requested that the commissioners consider changes in the investment portfolios for the Non-Uniform and Police Pension Funds.  He left information for the board to review.  Mr. Battaglini stated that after reviewing the information, a meeting will be set up with the employees to discuss the options.
Marilyn Rogan, Fredericktown Civics Club, requested that the township approve light-up-night for Saturday, November 21.  Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the Civic Club be permitted to hold light-up-night on Saturday, November 21, 2009 at 6:00PM.  The motion carried.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the minutes of the October 12, 2009 regular meeting.  The motion carried.

· Discussion was held on the alleged drainage problem on Main Street/Green Street in Clarksville.  The commissioners agreed that they cannot alleviate the problem due to the yards being situated lower than the road.
· Mr. Smider will send a letter to Mr. Boyle regarding the damages to Jennings Lane that have not been repaired to date.
· A meeting will be held on November 20 between Vestaburg-New Hill Joint Sewer Authority and the East Bethlehem Township Municipal Authority to resolve ongoing issues about non-payment of bills.  
· The final review has been done on the Municipal Parking Lot.
· The commissioners were provided information from Widmer Engineering regarding their proposal to provide sewage to Besco.

New Business
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the vacant position on the Vestaburg New Hill Sewer Authority be advertised and letters of interest be submitted by December 14, 2009.  The motion carried.
A dedication ceremony will be held at the Tri-County Joint Municipal Authority backwash tank on Friday, November 11, 2009 at 1:30PM.
The board approved a request from Calvary Chapel to hold a living nativity at the Community Square on December 12, 2009.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to table the one bid received and seek other bids to provide electric service to the stockpile shed.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the township support and sponsor the application of Tri-County Municipal Authority for gaming funds to lay new water lines in Vestaburg.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the township support and sponsor their own application for gaming funds to replace the sidewalks in the downtown business district.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
