Approval of Minutes

· The agreement with Kriebel Minerals has been signed and the initial installment and first monthly payment has been received.
· The Community Square Project is ongoing.  The shelter has been completed and benches have been placed.  Mr. Battaglini stated that further work is planned.
· The CBDG funded parking lot paving project has been awarded and the paving should be completed by the end of August.
· The owners of the former Taylor Gas Station have made the requested immediate repairs.  The owners have indicated that they plan to reopen the business as soon as possible.
· Paul attended the EBTMA Sewage meeting on August 3, 2009 to discuss the sinkhole on Market Street.

New Business
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that zoning hearing board members be paid $50 per meeting.  The motion carried.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the contract with Campbell Insurance Agency as liaison with the State Worker’s Insurance Fund be cancelled.  The motion carried.
A request from Bill Knisely to have children at play and/or speed deterrents installed on Welcome Street was presented.  Mr. Battaglini suggested that the police department focus on areas of Welcome Street more.
A complaint from residents of Ten Mile Street regarding people parking on the street and blocking the flow of traffic was presented.  The police department was instructed to inform residents that they are not permitted to block the street.

Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:20PM.  The board returned to regular session at 7:28PM.

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the resignation of Treasurer/Tax Collector Cindi Bundy effective immediately.  The motion carried.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the township have Means and Vance audit the Tax Collector records from January 1, 2009 to August 10, 2009. The motion carried.
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that Bernice Skobel be appointed to fill the remaining term of tax collector ending 12/31/09 pending bonding.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall moved and Mr. Impiccini seconded that Cindi Bundy be removed from all township bank accounts.  The motion carried.
