East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, March 10, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Vice-Chairman Gasper Impiccini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Matt Keranko and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Gary Hirschi questioned whether the township would be receiving funding from the state for snow removal, money from the meadows casino, and if the township has a policy regarding where employees live.
Lynda Pelkey, representing the Chamber of Commerce, requested use of the municipal parking lot and community square lot for the 2010 Riverfest on July 3.  Discussion was held on how to set up the food vendors so as not to conflict with parking for the fireworks.  The chamber will meet on March 15 and discuss planning.

Mark Giovanelli expressed his concerns over new zoning regulations not being in line with existing businesses and situations, which are causing violations.  He explained how a new business in Millsboro has been found to be in violation of lighting requirements and is concerned with future violations knowing that the building is still in violation once the lighting issues has been resolved.  The solicitor suggested he request a hearing in front of the zoning board to request variance(s) for the violations.  

Tom Colbert, representing Boy Scout Troop 1391, requested the cooperation of the township during the Boy Scout Earth Day Cleanup which will be held on April 24, 2010.  Mr. Impiccini stated that the township will aid the scouts in coordinating supplies for the event.

Jordan Mersky stated that during the recent snowstorm he believes that the plow truck damaged his truck mirror as they plowed his street.  He presented an estimate of $137 for a replacement mirror.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that Mr. Mersky be reimbursed the $137 upon receipt of a written statement and copy of the invoice.  The motion carried.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Sepsi moved and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the minutes of the February 17, 2010 regular meeting.  The motion carried.

Township Officials are working with the Boyle family to restore Jennings Lane.
Ken Kulak, Architect for the library/municipal building renovations is awaiting specs from Building Code Official Frank Monack before proceeding with the building design as special requirements must be met to build in the floodplain.

Bills have been submitted to the Washington County Department of Public Safety for the February 2010 snowstorm/state-of-emergency.  It is not known if the township will be reimbursed for these expenses.

Discussion was held on the damage done to the alley behind Willow Street, and the continued problem of drainage from the abandoned mine slag.
New Business
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that Emily Darney be appointed to fill the term of VNH Authority member Sandra Kite who has resigned.  The term will run to December 31, 2010.  The motion carried.
Street Department employee Peter Hayges informed the board that he notified a VNH board member regarding a hole in a manhole cover on 2nd Street.  The authority placed a cone over the manhole cover, but has not replaced it.  The secretary was instructed to write a letter to VNH regarding replacement of the cover.
Mr. Impiccini called for an executive session at 7:48PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:15PM.
