The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, August 11, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Matt Keranko and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Paula Grimes, Vestaburg spoke on behalf of several Vestaburg residents in attendance regarding the crime and property damage that is occurring in Vestaburg.  Several residents have had property damage, items stolen and have been verbally harassed by area youth.  Solicitor Keranko instructed the residents to contact the police when the crimes are occurring.  He also stated that private criminal complaints can be filed by the residents at the local magistrate.  The residents requested that the police department work more evenings and/or nights.

Old Business
- A meeting will be set up for Thursday, August 19, 2010 with architect Ken Kulak regarding the library/municipal building project.
- The street department truck has been ordered.  The $50,000 grant papers have been signed.  The grant money has not been received to date.

- The street department trailer which was approved at the June 2010 meeting has not been purchased to date.

New Business
- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that Derek Hermann be hired as a part-time laborer for the street department at a rate as defined in the union contract.  The motion carried.
- Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to approve the request and apply for necessary permits for the Beth-Center High School to hold their homecoming parade on Friday, October 1, 2010.  The motion carried. 

- Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the township advertise for a full-time street department laborer.  The motion carried.

- Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded that the solicitor prepare an ordinance regulating gas wells/drilling in the township for consideration at the September 2010 meeting.  The motion carried.

- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that “Be It Resolved” the township enter into an agreement to provide winter maintenance on 6.23 miles of state roads (as outlined in the agreement) for a five-year period ending April 30, 2015.  The motion carried.
- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to assign the address of 2221 Sandy Plains Road to Timothy and Jessica Welsh.  The motion carried.

- The commissioners instructed the secretary to have the Penn Dot municipal services representative assess Jennings Lane to possibly add it to the liquid fuels map.

- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the township advertise for part-time police officers.  The motion carried.

Zoning Officer Joseph Petersen explained proposed changes to the zoning ordinance that were handed out at the July meeting.  Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to table the matter.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
