East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Monday, May 11, 2009 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.  Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Kevin Szakelyhidi, Bankson Engineering representing Vestaburg-New Hill Sewage Authority was present as requested to discuss the proposed backfill method to be used during the sanitary sewer project.  He requested that any township fees be waived and that the proposed method of backfill be accepted.  Contractors will be required to place a two-year maintenance bond.  Attorney Smider requested that the township be named on the bond.  The commissioners agreed that they will consider a written proposal for acceptance once it is received from Vestaburg-New Hill/Bankson Engineering.
George McCoy, 75 Jennings Lane, was present regarding the condition of Jennings Lane due to trucks coming from a nearby stone quarry utilizing the road.  Ted Giovanelli, representing Boyle Enterprises, was present and stated that the company will restore the road to the condition it was before they hauled on it, but disagreed that the stone haulers caused all of the damage.  The road will be temporarily stoned in the sunken spots until weather permits permanent repair.  Mr. McCoy also complained about the noise coming from the stone processing.  Art Boyle, owner of Boyle Enterprises, stated that the rock screener was repaired and the noise has quieted down.  The screener will be moved farther away from the residences on Jennings Lane. Mr. Boyle stated that his company will do everything that they can to correct the situation so that the residents can have the quiet enjoyment of their property.
Russ Lachman, Jennings Lane, was present regarding damage to his property that was caused by the stone hauling trucks.  He requested that his property be repaired.

Joe Zuchowski, Country Lane, was present and requested that Country Lane be resurfaced.  Mr. Packrall stated that the township is not able to acquire millings.
Pat Grimes and Valerie Orlandi, Second Street, were present regarding the township owned property at 103/105 Second St.  The solicitor explained the liens on the property and that the new owner will assume the liens.  

Marilyn Rogan, Fredericktown Civics Club, was present and requested that the grass be cut on 17-turns.  She also requested that the township pay for the replacement/repair of the wires for the Christmas lights in town.  
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the minutes of the April 13, 2009 regular meeting and the April 27, 2009 special meeting.  The motion carried.
Police Department Report

Mr. Hayges read the April 2009 report which included 44 incidents.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as presented.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
Attorney Smider reported that a court order has been filed for the demolition of the Butera property.  He stated that the court order process will take several months.  The bid for property at 103-105 that was accepted at the April meeting has been withdrawn due to the property having liens. Mr. Smider stated that there is a lien from the State of PA in the amount of $1,300 and another claim that would require a quiet title.  He stated that he has prepared the revised water hauling for Kriebel Minerals and will send to Kriebel for review.  
Old Business
· Attorney Smider advised that the garbage agreement will expire in June 2010 and must be re-bid.
· The secretary stated that Township Engineer John Over is preparing an Act 537 plan for the Besco area using the Safe Water Grant.
· The Community Square shelter is expected to be delivered at the end of May.

· The municipal parking lot project is expected to be bid by the end of May.

New Business
The secretary read a letter from Lower Ten Mile Joint Sewer Authority requesting the aid of the township in collecting delinquent accounts. The solicitor stated that the township should not spend taxpayer dollars to collect delinquencies.   No action was taken on the matter.
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to hire Derek Hermann and Stephen Hayges as part-time summer employees for 24 hours per week each.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall announced that Clarksville Borough will be having a centennial parade on June 6, 2009 and have requested to use a portion of Main Street in EBT and to borrow road barricades.  The secretary will secure the necessary parade permit from Penn Dot. 

Mr. Battaglini read a portion of the audit report from Beth-Center School District auditors Cypher and Cypher indicating that there are discrepancies in the tax collections in East Bethlehem Township.

Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:42PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:13PM.
Adjournment
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
