East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, January 12, 2011 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Matt Keranko and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
John Booze, representing the Lower Ten Mile Joint Sewer Authority, was present to request the attendance of a township commissioner at the sewer authority’s presentation to the Washington County Local Share Grant roundtable on January 19, 2011 at 4:00PM.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that Mr.Battaglini attend the presentation to show the support of the commissioners for the sewer authority’s grant application for local share gaming money.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Packrall moved and Mr.  Sepsi seconded to approve the minutes of the December 8, 2010 regular meeting and the December 27, 2010 special meeting as presented.  The motion carried.

The 2010 Tax Collector Final Report was presented showing that $180,316.50 was received in real estate tax collections and $4,529.28 in per capita tax.

Mr. Sepsi moved and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as read.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
Solicitor Keranko spoke about the Neighborhood Revitalization and Reclamation Act and the rights that the township had to enforce remediation of blighted properties under the act.  It was agreed that several properties in the township would be pursued under this act.  The secretary was instructed to contact our IPMC enforcement officer to begin the process. 
Old Business
- The spreader that was purchased from Ted Giovanelli has not been installed in the pick-up truck.  The secretary will contact Mr. Giovanelli regarding the installation of the spreader.
- A proposal for an additional fee of NTE $2,200 was received from CM Services for design work incurred on the building project for additional requirements for the flood plain.  Mr. Packrall moved and Mr. Hayges seconded to table the matter until further information is received.  The motion carried.

New Business
- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to assign an address of 175 Black Dog Hollow Road, Clarksville PA 15322 to Mon River Aggregates Quarry.  The motion carried.
- A proposal was received from CM Services to provide engineering design services for the Front Street Sidewalk Replacement project in the amount of $22,800.00.  No action was taken on this matter.

- The secretary was instructed to contact Veolia Environmental regarding an extension of the current garbage contract beyond June 30, 2011.

- Mr. Packrall moved and Mr. Hayges seconded to approve the list of events planned for 2011 by the East Bethlehem Township Fire Company.  The motion carried.

- A request was received from Marsha Kite, ZHB Chairperson to attend a Zoning Hearing Board workshop in March 2011.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the township pay the $50 cost of the workshop for each of the three ZHB members, pay each member $25 per person and pay $.51 per mile for one vehicle to travel to the workshop.  The motion carried.

- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to hire Bee Graphix to make and place graphics on the sides of the street department vehicles as per their proposal.  The motion carried.

- Mr. Battaglini stated that he would like to see a citation filed against property owners who are not complying with warnings to rehabilitate dilapidated homes.

- Mr. Packrall introduced new recordkeeping procedures for the street department to use which will allow for better scheduling and accountability for the employees.
- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that Street Foreman Hayges be paid $100 per month as foreman according to the union contract.  The motion carried.

Adjournment
Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
