The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall* and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Lynda Pelkey requested that repairs be made to the township alley/sidewalk near her business to permit handicap access.  Mr. Battaglini stated that he will inspect the alley to determine what repairs need to be made.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the minutes of the September 14, 2009 regular meeting.  The motion carried.
Police Department Report

Mr. Hayges read the September 2009 report which included 34 incidents.  Mr. Battaglini questioned the process for ordinance violations.  Captain Pompe stated that violators are warned giving them time to correct the violation first.  Those not complying are issued citations.  He stated that several hearing have been scheduled for grass and nuisance vehicle violations. Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the police report.  The motion carried.

· Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the proposal from CM Services for the amount of $8,400 to provide architectural services for the municipal building renovation/expansion project.  The motion carried.

· Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to support the application of the Lower Ten Mile Joint Sewer Authority for grant funding through the Washington County Local Share Account.  The motion carried.

New Business
Pearl Smorada, Vestaburg resident and Robert Flipping, PA Human Relations Commission were present to represent Jarrett Smorada.  They allege that Jarrett has been being discriminated against due to his disability.  Solicitor Smider suggested that a private meeting be scheduled to determine if the township is able to aid in finding a resolution to the problem. 
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to go into executive session for personnel matters at 7:52PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:08PM.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to pay commission on 2009 taxes collected to Bernice Skobel. The motion carried.
