The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, January 13, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the minutes of the December 13, 2009 Regular Meeting, December 21, 2009 Special Meeting and December 31, 2009 Special Meeting as received.  The motion carried. 
Secretary’s Report
The secretary reported on the following:
The Auditor General audit of Liquid Fuels Funds for the two-years ended 2007 has been received and includes significant findings.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
None
Old Business
· Solicitor Smider reported that letters have been sent to the three sewer authorities advising them of the mandatory tap-in requirement and the responsibility of the authority to enforce the tap-in.  Vestaburg-New Hill responded to his letter stating that they are aware of the requirement.
· Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that Terence Boyle be re-appointed to a 5-year term on the East Bethlehem Township Municipal Authority Board.  The motion carried.
· Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to grant a Business Privilege Permit to Headlee’s Garage in Vestaburg.  The motion carried.
· The outdoor furnace request from John Sakel, Sandy Plains road was tabled.
· Mr. Smider stated that nothing has been received regarding the Market Street Sinkhole claim.
· Mr. Smider reported that he has sent two requests to Arthur Boyle regarding the damage to Jennings Lane and has not received a response.  He suggested that at some point the commissioners may want to consider taking action.
New Business
Mr. Impiccini motioned to appoint William Hess as EBT Zoning Officer.   The motion died for lack of a second.  Discussion was held on the appointment of a zoning officer.  
The board authorized letters to be sent to all property owners in the Fredericktown “Business District” reminding them of the sidewalk maintenance ordinance.
Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the proposal of MetroTechonologies to provide software support for the Visual Alert software used by the Police Department at a cost of $986 for the year.  The motion carried.

Discussion was held on the inability of the plow trucks to access streets in Vestaburg and Clarksville that are being blocked by cars.  The solicitor suggested that the township cannot limit parking for residents; therefore the plow trucks will just have to do the best that they can when vehicles are parked in the street.

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to grant the request of the EBTMA Board to raise the monthly amount paid to board members from $25 to $50 per month.  The motion carried.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to reimburse the $50 zoning permit fee paid for the installation of a sign for the East Bethlehem Township Fire Department.  The motion carried.

Mr. Battaglini stated that he spoke with a representative of Chesapeake Energy regarding gas drilling on township owned property.  Cheaspeake will check the parcels owned by the township to determine if drilling is permitted.
Mr. Battaglini stated that the owner of MCAuto in Clarksville is interested in purchasing the lot adjoining his building from the township.  The matter was tabled.
A zoning board workshop was scheduled for Tuesday January 19, 2010 at 10AM.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to abide by the recommendations of Scottdale insurance regarding the hiring and dismissal of township employees.   The motion carried.

Mr. Hayges questioned the reorganization requirements for the board.  

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to retain Mr. Battaglini as Board President. The motion carried.

Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to retain Mr. Impiccini as Board Vice-President.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to appoint Les Faulk to a 5-year term on the Lower Ten Mile Sewer Authority Board.   The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
