East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Monday, July 13, 2009 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini and Mike Packrall.    Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
John Bower was present concerning police department matters.
Valerie Orlandi, representing the Vestaburg Community Association, requested permission for the Association to install electric service at Vestaburg Park with all costs borne by the Association.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to permit the Vestaburg Community Association to install and maintain the electric service at its own cost.  The motion carried. 

Ron Revi requested that Norfolk Southern be contacted concerning the large asphalt “humps” left after railroad construction. 
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the minutes of the June 8, 2009 regular meeting.  The motion carried.
Police Department Report

Mr. Hayges read the June 2009 report which included 22 incidents.  
Secretary’s Report
The secretary reported that Tax Collector reports and deposits are not being received as required which is having an impact on the township general fund.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as presented.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
Mr. Smider reported on a letter received from the attorney for Hobo Ventures regarding maintenance of the trench around the abandoned slate dump.
Old Business
· The revised agreement for water hauling with Kriebel Minerals has been approved by Kriebel.  Solicitor Smider pointed out that the agreement is written indicating that Kriebel will not be responsible for damage to the roadway.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the proposed agreement.  The motion carried.
· The deeds to 103/105 Second Street have been completed and will be filed.  
· A letter was sent to the owner of the former Taylor Gas Station requesting that the immediate safety concerns be addressed.  No response has been received.
· Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adopt Ordinance #2009-2 setting provisions for enforcing the International Property Maintenance Code.  
New Business
Mr. Battaglini stated that there is a sinkhole on Market St.  He spoke with Marcy at the sewage authority, as he believes that the sewage line is the cause.  He suggested covering the hole with a metal plate for safety reasons.
A letter was read from Columbus Smith requesting that traffic be slowed down on Locust Street as there are many children in the area.  The commissioners agreed that children at play sign should be installed.  

Mr. Battaglini announced that Equitable Resources has donated $4,500 to the township for use of the municipal parking lot when they were pumping water.

The DCED has approved $79,000 in grant money for the municipal building renovation.  The board agreed to hire an architect to design the project so that when the funding comes through it can be started immediately.

Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:46PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:10PM.

Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the resignation of Police Officer Kelley Falcon effective immediately.  The motion carried.

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the Boyle property on Front Street (former Packrall’s Bay) is considered by the board to be “warehousing and storage” for zoning purposes.  The motion carried.
Adjournment
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
