The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Secretary Maryann Kubacki and Solicitor Matt Keranko.

Public Participation
Jennifer Petsko, Front Street, requested that the newly constructed bulletin board placed in the Community Square lot be removed.  She stated that she feels that the board blocks the view of the river and it is too large.  Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the bulletin board be removed from its current location.  The motion carried.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to approve the minutes of the June 8, 2011 regular meeting as presented.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as read.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report

Old Business
- Mr. Battaglini stated that he is not pleased with the porch and sidewalk on the new building project.  Discussion was held on renovating the existing portion of the building to match the new construction.
- Mr. Packrall will investigate the placement of speed limit and watch children signs on Park Loop Avenue.         
New Business
- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to purchase a river rake for cleanup of debris at a cost not to exceed $100.00.  The motion carried. 
- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the 3 lots that were purchased from repository be sold to the neighboring property owners for what the township has invested in them.   The motion carried.

- A copy of a letter from Arthur Boyle regarding blasting at his non-coal mine site on Black Dog Hollow Road was presented.  The solicitor will investigate if the blasting is in compliance with local noise ordinances.

- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to advertise for part-time policemen.  The motion carried.

- Mr. Battaglini suggested that the commissioners be more aggressive on the eye sore properties in the township.  He wants the code enforcement official to pursue the junk cars and junk on properties.

- Discussion was held on the removal of the Christmas Lights and placement of the Chamber of Commerce banner.  Mr. Packrall stated that the township employees should not be using equipment that is not owned by the township as he is concerned with their safety.  He indicated that if a bucket truck is borrowed or rented that the owner of that equipment should provide someone to operate it and the township workers would assist with the placement of banners and removal of lights.  Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the township workers help with removal of lights and placement of banners, provided that they are not operating any equipment that is not township owned.  The motion carried. 

- Mr. Battaglini requested that any signs that are placed in the township without a permit be removed by the street department.
- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the sidewalks in front of the American Legion and Community Square be designed and bid.  The motion carried.
- Mr. Battaglini announced that the River town Group will be meeting at the EBT Fire Hall on Monday, July 11, 2011 at 6:00PM.  The group plans to submit a local share grant application to Washington County to expand the public docks along Water Street.  

Adjournment
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
