East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, April 14, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Matt Keranko and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Dennis Slagle, representing the Fredericktown Area Chamber of Commerce, presented information regarding the proposed July 3 Riverfest and Fireworks.  He requested permission to use township property and close the right lane of Rt. 88N.  Mr. Slagle announced that the Chamber is planning several summer events in the township and would like the cooperation of the commissioners.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to permit the Chamber’s planned activities and assist with maintenance and necessary permits.  The motion carried.
Dylan Hirschi, Terrace Road, questioned expenses from the February 2010 snowstorm.  Mr. Packrall explained that due to the state of emergency declared contractors were brought in to assist with snow and tree removal and necessary costs had to be paid.

Tom Colbert, representing the Boy Scouts announced that the Earth Day Cleanup effort will be held on Saturday, April 24 starting at 9:00AM.  He requested permission to put up signs and a place to dispose of the trash bags.  The commissioners agreed that the signs could be placed in open areas and that the trash can be put in the township dumpster.  Mr. Battaglini stated that the Owl’s Club also has a dumpster that can be used.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Sepsi moved and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the minutes of the March 10, 2010 regular meeting.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
Mr. Keranko stated that the proposal from Range Resources to acquire the natural gas rights under township owned properties has been reviewed.  He recommended that the board acquire proposals for the rights.
Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:37PM.   The board returned to regular session at 7:48PM.
Old Business
Mr. Keranko will research the correspondence that has been sent to Mr. Boyle regarding the Jennings Lane damage.  A letter will be sent to Tri-County Joint Municipal Authority regarding the water on the alley behind Willow Street.
New Business
A letter will be sent to Mrs. Brandtonies regarding her written complaint about a neighbor’s fence.   The board agreed that the neighboring fence is on private property and does not pose a hazard to township property.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to appoint Theodore Giovanelli to a five (5) year term on the Tri-County Joint Municipal Authority Board.   The motion carried.

Discussion was held on the dangerous structures and garbage on Clarksville Hill.  The commissioners agreed to make a concentrated effort to clean up that area of the town.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to advertise for bids for summer maintenance materials.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the fair-market value of Lot #13 – Main Street, Clarksville adjoining the Clarksville Park is less than $1,500.  The motion carried.

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that May 11, 2010 be declared “Columbus Smith Day” in East Bethlehem Township in honor of Mr. Smith’s 100th birthday.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to approve the business license of Destination Tans pending the issuance of zoning and building permits.  The motion carried.

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to install no parking signs on Lawrence Avenue near the public housing development as requested by the police department.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded that transfers be made from the General Fund to the State Fund in three monthly installments beginning in May 2010 to reimburse the liquid fuels audit finding.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall stated that he would like the board to consider a street light and hydrant tax.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that Tom Colbert represent East Bethlehem Township on the proposed Riverboat/Kayak Trail board.  The motion carried.

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to sell Lot #13 on Main Street (Parcel #260-004-02-09-0026-00) to Joshua McCollum for $800 with purchaser to pay all transfer fees.  The motion carried.

Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to terminate the employment of Officer Ed Hutton effective immediately.   The motion carried.

Adjournment
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
