East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, July 14, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Shirley and Larry Despot, Clarksville, were present concerning the dilapidated and un-maintained structures and yards in the Williamstown Area.  The Despots presented photos of properties in question, some of which they believe pose a danger to residents.  They also requested that additional stop signs be placed in Williamstown to deter speeding.  Mr. Packrall stated that the commissioners will investigate the placement the requested stop signs.
Dawn Bell, Fredericktown Area Public Library, requested that the library be permitted to use the Riverfront Parking Lot to have a recycling day on August 14, 2010 from 10AM to 3PM.  Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the library be permitted to hold the event.  The motion carried.

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Sepsi moved and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the minutes of the June 9, 2010 regular meeting.  The motion carried.
Financing Proposals – Truck

Proposals were received from six banks for the financing of approximately $92,000.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept a proposal from Northwest Savings Bank at a rate of 3.25% for a five-year term.  The motion carried.
Proposals for Actuary Services

Proposals were received from 4 Actuary Firms to provide services to the township for the Non-Uniform and Police Pension Plans.  Mr. Packrall moved and Mr. Sepsi seconded that Dunbar, Bender and Zapf Inc. of Pittsburgh PA be retained as the actuary firm for the township.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the secretary’s report and to pay the bills as presented.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report

Old Business
-Solicitor Smider presented the board with a “Waiver and Assumption of Risk” agreement to be signed by the Fredericktown Youth Baseball League if they wish to use the former Clarksville Ball field for practice.  Solicitor Smider suggested that the parents of all minor children who will be using the field be required to sign the form.
-Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the purchase order be placed for the 2011 Peterbilt Truck from Hunter’s Truck Sales at a cost of $141,538.00
-Discussion was held on the Clarksville Hill cleanup effort.  Several local organizations will be contacted to aid with the cleanup.  Veolia has stated that they will provide one roll-off container free of charge to the township.
-Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that a utility trailer be purchased for the Street Department from Marchando Motors at a cost not to exceed $4,000.  The motion carried.

-Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the township donate $32,609.98, which represents half of the municipal share funding received to date, to the East Bethlehem Township Volunteer Fire Company.  The motion carried.  The commissioners agreed that future talks with the Fire Company are necessary so that necessary funding can be obtained to ensure that the township has fire protection.
New Business
-Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to permit Hortencia Maley to use the Community Square Lot to lead a rosary rally on October 16, 2010.  The motion carried.
-Proposed zoning changes were submitted for review by Zoning Officer Chip Petersen.  The commissioners authorized the solicitor to review the changes.

Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:34PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:02PM.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that a four-way stop be installed at the intersection of Slope Street and Berry Avenue in Clarksville.  The motion carried.
Adjournment
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
