The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Monday, September 14, 2009 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Mark Husak, representing the East Bethlehem Township Fire Department, requested that the commissioners attend an open house at the fire station on October 14 at 7PM.  He thanked Rep. Bill DeWeese for securing grant funding for the electronic sign that has been hung in town.  He stated that the new sign enables the fire dept. to warn traffic of emergencies and will be used as a source of income for local advertisements.  He requested that the township continue working with the fire department and not cut the much needed funding.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the minutes of the August 10, 2009 regular meeting.  The motion carried.
Police Department Report

Mr. Hayges read the August 2009 report which included 30 incidents.  He stated that he received two applications for the part-time officer position.

Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as presented.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report

Old Business
· Mr. Battaglini stated that the remaining funding for the Community Square project will be used to provide electricity to the site.
· The sinkhole on Market Street was addressed at the EBTMA Meeting and it was stated that Ted Giovanelli was contracted to repair the hole.  Mr. Battaglini stated that there are several areas that are sinking around the manholes.
New Business
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that “Be It Resolved” that the township will participate in the Countywide Earned Income Tax planning and name a delegate.  The motion carried.
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that East Bethlehem Township Trick-or-Treat be held on Saturday, October 31, 2009 from 2PM – 4PM and that The American Legion be permitted to hold a parade on Front Street at 5PM.  The motion carried.

Discussion was held on homes that are not tapped into the public sewage system as required.  Mr. Packrall stated that he will attend the next meeting of the EBTMA to determine who is responsible for enforcement of the mandatory tap-in.

Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to purchase replacement playground equipment for the Vestaburg Playground at an approximate cost of $200.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall and the street department will assess the drainage issue near the Savage property on Green Street to determine if the township can repair the problem.
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to extend the “at face” tax period to September 30, 2009.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to approve the Homecoming Parade on October 16, 2009 at 6:00PM.  The motion carried.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that a handicap parking space be permitted at 108 Second Street in front of the Corfont residence.  The motion carried.
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that a letter be sent concerning the condition of the garage at the top of Vestaburg Hill as there have been many complaints.  The motion carried.

Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:35PM.  The board returned to regular session at 7:50PM.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to hire Edward Hutton and Joseph Sekora as part-time police officers.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to settle the Phillips lawsuit pursuant to the recommendation of the insurance company attorney.  The motion carried.

Adjournment
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
