The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, February 17, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Many citizens were present to voice their opinions on snow removal.  Mr. Battaglini and Mr. Packrall both spoke on the record snowfall and the township efforts to have the snow removed and provide for safe travel.  
Gary Hirschi, Terrace Road, was present to complain about how the secretary handled his complaint.

Anthony Caccia, Willow Street, was present to inquire about the alley accessing his property.

Ferdel Littleton, Millsboro Ave, commended the street, police and fire department on all of their efforts during the state of emergency.

Lee Ann Marcolini, Blanche Road, complained about the condition of her road during the recent storm and stated that the plow truck drivers honk their horn now when they plow.  She alleged that the plow truck driver maintains the street on which he lives, but not hers.

Bill Angelo, South Street, stated that he, in an attempt to aid the street department, has plowed the street where the plow truck driver lives.  He commended the street department for keeping up with the snow.

Theresa Gilpin complained that her road was not plowed during the snow.

Tyrone Phillips, Lawrence Avenue, requested that the commissioners control parking near Lawrence Ave & Crawford Road as vehicles are parked dangerously causing travel and sight issues.

· Two letters of application for the position of zoning officers were received.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to re-appoint Joseph “Chip” Petersen to the position of zoning officer.  A roll call vote was as follows:  Mr. Hayges – no; Mr. Impiccini – no; Mr. Packrall – yes; Mr. Sepsi – yes and Mr. Battaglini – yes.  The motion carried.
· Mr. Battaglini reported that he met with Mr. Boyle regarding the damage on Jennings Lane.  He stated that Mr. Boyle requested that the township tar and chip the road.  Mr. Battaglini stated that he will meet with Mr. Boyle to discuss payment arrangements.
· Preliminary drawings have been received from the architect for the Municipal Building/Library project.  A meeting will be scheduled with the architect and engineer to review the drawings once the building code officer has determined the flood plain elevations.
New Business
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to re-appoint Ed Petsko to a three-year term on the Fredericktown Area Public Library board.  The motion carried.  
Several complaints and safety concerns have been received at the office regarding the flashing lights on Front Street.  The lights have been non-operable for several months.  The state will not provide funding to replace the damaged lights.  The board of commissioners agreed to apply for money through the Local Share Account to replace the lights.
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the contractors’ bills for emergency aid during the recent state of emergency snowfall be paid.  The motion carried.
Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:45PM.  The board returned to regular session at 7:50PM.
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the committees remain the same for the 2010-2011 reorganization.  The motion carried.
Adjournment
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
