This was a special meeting for the purpose of hearing a request by the owners of BLW Enterprises at 736 Front Street to have their property changed from “Business” to “Light Industrial”.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00PM by President Paul Battaglini. The Pledge of Allegiance was followed by a roll call.  Commissioners present were Mr. Battaglini, Mr. Hayges, Mr. Impiccini, Mr. Packrall and Mr. Sepsi.  Also present was Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

There were no public comments on the proposed zoning change.

Mr. Terry Boyle of BLW Enterprises explained future plans for the property.  The plans are to have a storage facility for chemicals that are used in the “fracing” of gas wells.  He stated that all operations are in compliance with the DEP and the Township’s UCC Enforcement Company, K-2 Engineering, Inc.   

Township resident Joe Lemonovich questioned whether there would be any change in the air quality from the storing of chemicals.  He also stated his concerns about noise from trucking.  Resident James Lesko commented that MSDS Sheets should be made available for the chemicals that are being stored.  Mr. Boyle stated that all chemicals stored will be labeled and MSDS will be provided to the Fire Department.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to go into executive session at 6:15PM.  The motion carried.  The board returned to regular session at 6:19PM.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded that the zoning of the property at 736 Front Street in Fredericktown be changed from “Business” to “Light Industrial” pending approval of the Washington County Planning Commission.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
