East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Monday, June 8, 2009 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  A roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini and Mike Packrall.    Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Steven and Victor Lynch, Bond Counsel for Lower Ten Mile Joint Sewer Authority, presented a proposed ordinance and requested that the board guarantee a 25% portion of a $1,580,000 loan on behalf of Lower Ten Mile.  Discussion was held on collection of delinquent tap fees that has been a concern of the Lower Ten Mile Authority.  Solicitor Smider suggested that the board meet with Lower Ten Mile to discussion collection issues.  Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adopt Ordinance #2009-1 guaranteeing 25% of Lower Ten Mile Joint Authority’s $1,580,000 loan.  A roll call vote was as follows:  Mr. Battaglini – yes; Mr. Hayges – yes; Mr. Impiccini – yes and Mr. Packrall – yes.  The motion carried.
Joe Swinshock, Besco, requested that the potholes in Besco be repaired.  He questioned why the township does not have clean-up days.  

Mike Gallagher, Fredericktown requested that the township do something about quad riding on the slate dump and the water that is coming from the dump due to drainage issues.

Tony and Valerie Orlandi, Vestaburg, were present regarding the purchase of the property at 103/105 Second Street in Vestaburg.  The secretary read an offer from the Orlandis to purchase the property for $1,250.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the Orlandis bid of $1,250 for the property at 103/105 Second Street.  The motion carried.
Bids were read for the concrete/supplies needed for the Community Square Project.  Bids were received from two companies.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the bid from Maund Construction for delivered concrete at $90.50 per yard and concrete supplies.  The motion carried.

Approval of Minutes
Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the minutes of the May 11, 2009 regular meeting.  The motion carried.
Police Department Report

Mr. Hayges read the May 2009 report which included 43 incidents.  Mr. Battaglini requested that future reports detail what “assist other law” incidents entail.   
Secretary’s Report
The secretary read a proposal from Valley Electric to repair the wiring for the Christmas Lights at a cost of $807.27.  Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded that the township pay half of the repair bill pending approval of payment of the balance by the Civics Club.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as presented.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
Attorney Smider presented a proposed ordinance adopting the amended International Property Maintenance Code and setting violations for same.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to advertise the proposed ordinance for adoption at the July 13, 2009 meeting.  The motion carried.  
Old Business
· Permits have been secured by Mrs. Knizner for the demolition of the Butera house on Front Street.  
· Mr. Smider stated that he has spoken with the owner of the former Taylor gas station and that they have agreed to address the immediate safety issues with the building.
· Mr. Smider was instructed to write a letter to the owner of the former mine slate dump to request his assistance with the ongoing drainage issue.

· Discussion was held on the elimination of the flashing light at Front St. and Crawford Road.  The commissioners agreed to seek proposals to repair the light and to possibly apply for a grant for the repair costs.
· Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to deny any special burning requests and to permit burning only as allowed on Wednesday and Saturday.  The motion carried.

· Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the township enter into an Electronic Licensing Agreement with Penn Dot to enable to township to use Penn Dot’s electronic system for report filing and communication.  The motion carried. 

Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 8:17PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:35PM.

New Business
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the resignation of Police Officer Travis Shandor.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to advertise for part-time police officers on Craig’s List.  The motion carried.

Adjournment
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
