East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, September 8, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Matt Keranko and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Les Faulk, Clarksville, requested a 4-way stop sign at the intersection of Clark/Dart and Slope/Clark.  He stated that there is excessive speeding on Sandy Plains Road.  He also requested that action be taken regarding the property at 37 Clark Street that is not being maintained.

Tom Colbert, Fredericktown, requested to use the township dumpster to dispose of trash collected during the Boy Scout Clean-up Day on Saturday, October 16, 2010.  Clean-up will be conducted from 10:00AM to 2:00PM.  Mr. Colbert requested that the police be on duty during that time to help with traffic control.  He also requested the use of the parking lot beside the American Legion to hold a flag-burning ceremony on November 13, 2010 at 3:00PM.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to permit the Boy Scouts to use the township dumpster and parking lot as requested.  The motion carried.
Ron Revi, Millsboro, was present concerning a recent shooting in his neighborhood that resulted in damage to several homes.  He also questioned whether or not the sidewalk/walking area under the Mill St. trestle will be replaced during the construction.  He requested that the township publish in the newspaper when burn days are due to many residents burning on days that are not permitted.  Mr. Revi also stated that the 1st house on College Avenue is overgrown with weeds.
John Shaw, Fredericktown, requested that information be submitted to his attorney regarding any noise violations at the Riviera Restaurant.  Solicitor Keranko informed him that the township solicitor(s) are in the process of providing same.

Bill Giovanelli, Millsboro, was present regarding the recent shooting, potholes needing patched in the Millsboro Area and the drains under the Mill St. trestle.

A resignation letter was read from Street Department laborer Gerald Kite indicating that his final day of work would be September 8, 2010.  Mr. Hayges moved and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the resignation of Gerald Kite.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall moved and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as read with the addition of the 2010 donation to the Fredericktown Area Public Library in the amount of $3,500.  The motion carried.

Old Business
- A discussion was held on the proposed zoning changes.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to table the matter until it has been explained more clearly by the zoning officer.  Zoning Officer Chip Petersen will be invited to attend the October meeting to explain the changes.
- Mr. Battaglini reported on a meeting held with Architect Ken Kulak about the building expansion.  He stated that construction is slated to begin in the spring of 2011.  
- Solicitor Keranko stated that the proposed gas well ordinance is being prepared by Mr. Smider. 
New Business
- IPMC Code Official Frank Monack has requested that the several ordinances pertaining to East Beth Township’s enforcement of the International Property Maintenance Code be repealed and one ordinance be adopted, which will make the IPMC enforceable.
- Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the 2011 MMO for the Non-Uniform Pension Plan as prepared by Actuary Joe Siktar.  The motion carried.
- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded that the proposed repository sale of the Bertanzetti property in Millsboro to LaVon Cecchini be approved.  The motion carried.
- Scott Swinchock, Edward Jones Investments, requested that the commissioners consider his company to handle the pension plan investments for the township.  He will prepare a formal written proposal.
- Mr. Battaglini commended John Shaw from the Riviera Restaurant for his efforts to raise funds for the East Bethlehem Township Volunteer Fire Company.  

- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the township donate $10,700.74 to the East Bethlehem Township Volunteer Fire Company, which represents half of the current state disbursement.  The motion carried.
Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:50PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:33PM.

- Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to hire Shawn Kief as a part-time police officer effective immediately under the pay rate and conditions of the current Police Contract.  The motion carried.

- The board instructed the secretary to contact Ernest Crawford, John McCartney and William Lancaster from the street department applicants to set up interviews.

- Mr. Packrall instructed the street dept. to get an estimate on restoring Park Loop Drive as it has deteriorated and can no longer be patched.

- The secretary was instructed to get a price on a cell phone package for the township employees. 

- A letter was read from the Fredericktown Area Public Library requesting that the township consider donating a portion of the Municipal Share money to the library.  No action was taken.

Adjournment
Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
