The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, June 8, 2011 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Dawn Bell, Fredericktown Area Public Library requested space near the library to park a POD storage container to be used during the library renovation.  
Brenda Bennett, Fredericktown, was present regarding the sewage increase proposed by the East Bethlehem Township Municipal Authority.  She appealed to the board of commissioners to help intervene to keep the rates the same.  A lengthy discussion was held on alternatives to a rate hike.  President Battaglini stated that he would try to have the board meet with sewage authorities to see if the issue can be resolved.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Packrall moved and Mr. Sepsi seconded to approve the minutes of the May 11, 2011 regular meeting as presented.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall moved and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as read.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
Solicitor Keranko was not present.
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to adopt Ordinance #2011-1 as published and displayed, setting regulations for street excavations in East Bethlehem Township.  The motion carried.
Old Business
- Mr. Packrall stated that the municipal building renovation is progressing.  Drainage issues from Rt. 88 and sewage issues are being addressed.  He plans to meet with the architect to discuss these issues.
- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to pay half of the cost for a Porta John for the Boy Scout Campout July 17-19, 2011.  The motion carried.  
- Harvey Treschow, HMT Associates, gave a brief presentation on engineering, code enforcement and inspection services that his company offers to municipalities.       
New Business
- A letter was received from Matthew Haas regarding release of his sewage escrow that the township holds.  The matter was tabled until further investigation.
- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to close Grant Street on Saturday, July 2, 2011 for the Country Sun Music fest.  The motion carried.
- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to approve the solicitation permit for Uncle Jim’s Fresh Donuts to set up in the municipal parking lot for one day a week.  The motion carried.  

- Discussion was held on getting another dumpster for residents to dispose of their accumulated rubbish.  Mr. Packrall requested that the secretary check into holding a township wide clean-up day with Veolia.
- Mr. Packrall requested that the contractors working on the municipal building addition be asked to move their equipment after hours and on weekends to permit access to the docks.

- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to contract with HMT Associates for municipal engineering and enforcement of the Uniform Construction Code and International Property Maintenance Code.  The motion carried.

- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to hire Jeffrey Krum as a part-time police officer according to contract rates.  The motion carried.  

- Street Foreman Hayges requested that he be permitted to use Duane DeVecka’s bucket truck to do repairs to the flagpole in Vestaburg Park.

- Mr. Battaglini reported that the Rivertowns Group town walk-through was held.  He stated that several residents showed up for the gathering.  

- Mr. Packrall instructed the street department to stain the docks before the July 2, 2011 Riverfest.
Adjournment
Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
