The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, February 9, 2011 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by President Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Matt Keranko and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Lynda Pelkey, Fredericktown Area Chamber of Commerce, requested use of the Municipal Riverfront Parking Lot and the Community Square Lot for the Riverfest/Fireworks celebration being planned on July 2, 2011.  Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the Chamber be permitted to use the public lots on July 2, 2011.  The motion carried.
Approval of Minutes
Mr. Sepsi moved and Mr.  Hayges seconded to approve the minutes of the January 12, 2011 regular meeting as presented.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall stated that he would like to meet with representatives of Kriebel Minerals regarding the installation of a pump line where they are pumping water near the swinging bridge. 
Mr. Impiccini moved and Mr. Packrall seconded to accept the secretary’s report and pay the bills as read.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report
Solicitor presented a draft of the Storm Water Management Ordinance that the county has recommended to be adopted by March 2011.  Discussion was held on the burden to residents and the township enforcement of the ordinance.  Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded that the matter be tabled.  The motion carried.
Mr. Battaglini stated that he would like Frank Monack contacted about pursuing the dilapidated/abandoned properties under the new Revitalization bill.

Old Business
- Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the change in design fee in the amount of $2,200.00 from CM Services for additional design work done on the building renovation plan to adhere to flood plain regulations.  The motion carried.
- Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to extend the current contract with Veolia Environmental Services to provide residential garbage service with all terms and conditions remaining the same until June 30, 2012.  The motion carried.
New Business
- Discussion was held on a raise for part-time street department laborer Derek Hermann.  Mr. Packrall explained the new job coding system that has been instituted in the street department which will show a breakdown of where work is being done and how many hours are spent on each job.  Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that Derek Hermann be hired as a full-time street department laborer effective immediately.  A roll call vote was as follows:  Mr. Hayges – yes; Mr. Impiccini – yes; Mr. Packrall – no; Mr. Sepsi – yes and Mr. Battaglini – no.  The motion carried.
- Mr. Battaglini instructed the secretary to contact EBTMA to ensure that the old school building on College Avenue has public sewage.
- Mr. Packrall proposed a town volunteer program to help with the downtown sidewalk revitalization plan.  Mr. Battaglini stated that a committee should be put together to meet with engineer John Over to discuss the plan.
Adjournment
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Packrall seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
