East Bethlehem Township, PA
The regular monthly meeting of the East Bethlehem Township Commissioners was held on Wednesday, June 9, 2010 at the Sewage Authority Building, 522 Front Street.
The regular meeting was called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman Paul Battaglini.  The roll call was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Commissioners present were Paul Battaglini, Pete Hayges, Gasper Impiccini, Mike Packrall and Tim Sepsi.   Also present was Solicitor Pat Smider and Secretary Maryann Kubacki.

Public Participation
Lee Ann King, representing Calvary Chapel of Fredericktown, requested that the paper alley in front of Calvary Chapel fronting Rt. 88 be vacated by the township.  She stated that the church would like to improve the quality of their parking lot and that the alley runs through the middle of the lot.  Mr. Battaglini stated that they would take the matter under consideration later in the meeting in executive session.
Gary Hirschi, Terrace Road, requested that the stop signs by his house at Terrace and Garner be replaced, as they continue to be removed.  The police will be instructed to watch for the signs to be removed.
Delores Spadacini, Willow Street, was present regarding the bicycles riding on the sidewalks on Front Street.  Mr. Battaglini stated that signs have been ordered advising that there is no bike riding or skateboarding permitted on the sidewalks.  The signs should be received within the week and will be installed.

Dawn Bell, Fredericktown Public Library, requested permission to use the municipal parking lot to hold a “Scrap Metal Recycling Day” to benefit the library.  Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to permit use of the parking lot for the event.  The motion carried.
Mark Husak, EBVFC President and several fire company members were present regarding a request that gaming money received by the township be used to help assist the fire company.   The fire company requested that 100% of gaming money be donated to them, along with the township’s regular annual donation, the implementation of a 3 mill fire tax and payment of the fire company’s fuel costs.  Discussion was held on the requests.  It was agreed that a future meeting would be held with the fire company to discuss funding issues.

Opening of Bids – Summer Maintenance Materials

Bids were received from Jacob’s Petroleum for Diesel Fuel and from Hanson Aggregates for the asphalt and stone materials.  The matter was tabled until later in the meeting.

Mr. Sepsi moved and Mr. Hayges seconded to accept the minutes of the May 12, 2010 regular meeting.  The motion carried.

Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that a letter be written to the Washington County Board of Commissioners supporting HB1858 authorizing the institution of an additional 1% sales tax to benefit counties and municipal tax relief.  The motion carried.
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the secretary’s report and to pay the bills as presented.  The motion carried.
Solicitor’s Report

Old Business
-Commissioner Battaglini suggested that a letter be sent from the Police Department to the owners of the former Taylor’s Gas Station regarding the condition and maintenance of the property.

-The secretary reported that Mr. Boyle has had Jennings Lane repaired.

-Discussion was held on the purchase of a new truck for the street department and an equipment trailer.
New Business
-Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to permit use of the old Clarksville Ball field by groups who wish to practice there.  Solicitor Keranko will prepare a waiver to be signed holding the township harmless.  The motion carried.
-The Western PA Teamsters audit for the period 1/1/06 – 6/30/09 was presented for review.  The township has been assessed $2,973.09 by the Teamsters for not adhering to Health and Welfare Benefit rules.

-Mr. Impiccini motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to approve the Vestaburg Honor Roll subdivision.  The motion carried.

-Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to advertise for proposals for actuarial services for the Non-Uniform and Police Pension Plans.  The motion carried.

-Mr. Hayges motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to permit a handicap parking space in front of 414 First Street in Vestaburg.  The motion carried.

-Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to extend the current waste hauling contract with Veolia Environmental Services for an additional year at the same rates. The extension will expire on June 30, 2011.  The motion carried.  Mr. Packrall stated that he would have liked to bid the services out.
Mr. Battaglini called for an executive session at 7:55PM.  The board returned to regular session at 8:32PM.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded to apply for financing for the purchase of a 2011 Peterbilt Model 348 Truck at a cost of $141,538.00.

After discussion, the board agreed that the paper alley running in front of Calvary Chapel along Rt. 88 not be vacated.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Sepsi seconded to accept the bids of Hanson Aggregates for summer maintenance materials (super pave and various rock sub-bases).  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to accept the bid of Russell Standard for Emulsified Asphalt.  The motion carried.

Mr. Packrall motioned and Mr. Hayges seconded that the streets in the Williamstown section of Clarksville be tarred and chipped.  The motion carried.

The street department will look into prices for a used trailer for hauling equipment.

Adjournment
Mr. Sepsi motioned and Mr. Impiccini seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion carried.
